Driver Tips

1. Be alert and reduce speed in areas with
crosswalks.

2. Come to a complete stop if pedestrians
are crossing or preparing to cross.

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WHY IS MESA INSTALLING RECTANGULAR RAPID FLASH BEACONS (RRFB)?

The City of Mesa is using a new traffic control device to make it safer and easier for pedestrians to cross streets. This new device is called a Rectangular Rapid
Flash Beacon (RRFB). RRFBs are activated by pedestrians and people riding bicycles by manually pushing a button. Once the button is pushed, a highly visible
flashing pattern, similar to emergency flashers on police vehicles, alerts drivers that a person wants to cross the street.

Mesa faces many challenges in providing cost-effective services to help pedestrians cross streets safely. Some locations do not meet the required traffic and
pedestrian volumes for the installation of a standard traffic signal. The RRFB is a lower-cost alternative to traditional traffic signals and has been found to increase
the frequency in which drivers yield to pedestrians at crosswalks. A Traffic Engineering Study needs to be conducted to justify the installation of an RRFB.

RRFBs have been installed in Phoenix, Chandler, and other municipalities in the valley and throughout the country to improve services to pedestrians.

The City of Mesa plans to install its first RRFB
in the summer of 2015.
